the “Smart Start” program, which earned the Innovations in American Government Award
from the Ford Foundation and Harvard University’s John F. Kennedy School of Government.
He has also chaired a variety of national education organizations, including the National
Board for Professional Teaching Standards, the National Education Goals Panel and the
National Center for Public Policy and Higher Education. He currently chairs the Hunt
Institute board of directors.

Hunt joins other leaders in education, policy, business and technology participating in RISE
2019, including Rep. Virginia Foxx, Sen. Tim Kaine, Pennsylvania Secretary of Education
Pedro Rivera, Founder of Khan Academy Sal Kahn and many others. Throughout the
conference, bipartisan panels and plenaries will foster conversation on a wide range of
education policy issues. These issues include developing a holistic approach to education,
preparing students for the job market of the future, surveying the higher education horizon
and setting audacious national goals for our education system.
